On October 22-23rd, young people and youth organizers from throughout the Central Valley will be convening at the 2005 Central Valley Youth Summit at University of the Pacific, Stockton.  We hope you can attend!

As an organization integral to social justice and building a youth movement in the Central Valley region, the California Fund for Youth Organizing (CFYO) in collaboration with the Central Valley Partnership: Escuelas Si Pintas No! Youth Organizing for Equal Justice and Education are excited to invite you to this timely and important event.  

The Central Valley is ripe for youth organizing and has great potential to build and mobilize on behalf of a social justice youth movement.  The purpose of the summit is to help facilitate the building of a stronger multicultural youth movement in the Central Valley by focusing on the following goals.  Summit goals include:

On the first day of the summit, youth will be arriving by foot, car, bike, train or other mode of transportation from throughout the Central Valley to attend.  Once here, youth will participate in presentations, trainings/skill-building activities, roundtable discussions, and knowledge building of issues that they face throughout the Central Valley.  That evening, the Youth Organizing Steering Committee will host a culture jam that will highlight regional youth talent in the form of MC battles, Spoken Word, and Dance.  We would like all to participate by sharing your skills…so come with it and get down!  The second day of the summit is dedicated to developing and implementing a coordinated general strategy for building a progressive Central Valley Youth Movement. Also a Press Conference is scheduled for 1pm on Saturday October 22, 2005 to hear from valley youth about issues in the Central Valley regarding Education Equity and Juvenile Justice.

The 2005 Summit is created for youth and the youth organizers from your organization.  We are asking for 3-7 youth of your organization as well as a youth organizer staff member to participate for both days.
